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                                          Exterior Door Policy & Definition

Adopted March 31, 2012

Effective with all exterior door replacements beginning April 1, 2012, the following criteria must be met.

Per Article XI, Section 3(d) of the HPN Bylaws, this policy and definition is intended to provide additional clarification as the types and styles of doors are considered to be acceptable by the Board of Directors at this time, and to document that standard in writing as a reference for future Boards of Directors.  

As also stated in the Bylaws, this standard is defined by the Board of Directors and may change from time to time at their discretion.

Door Standard:


All exterior unit doors (all HPN units on floors 1 thru 13, including the Penthouse unit, but excluding Mezzanine Level units 1-19) will be required to meet the following requirements:


Door Construction
(1) Solid, exterior grade, six panel style, meeting building code standards that may be in effect at the time of installation by the City of Ocean City, or

(2) Custom built louvered door, with louvers built into the main body of the door, not attached to the exterior face of the door.  Please see  note at end of policy regarding building codes requirements

Door Height & Transom

(1) All replacement doors will be of standard door height (approximately 80 inches)

(2) All replacement doors will be required to have a transom above the door that meets the following:

(a) If bathroom and/or dryer are vented outside through the transom, the entire transom must have louvered construction.  No exterior vent covers are allowed under any circumstances

(b) If there is no venting through the transom, the unit owner may elect to have either a louvered or solid wood transom

Door Color & Hardware

(1) All exterior doors are to be painted and maintained in accordance with the HPN Bylaws, which at the time of this policy is of Brown color and provided to owners by HPN

(2) All replacement doors will be required to have brushed aluminum hardware

(3) Replacement doors will not be allowed to have “kick-plates”

General Note:

This policy is intended to define the Condominium Association’s aesthetic standard, and has not been reviewed in relation to compliance with applicable building codes that may be enforced by the City of Ocean City.  Action(s) and enforcement related to applicable building code requirements will be deemed to take precedence over HPN standards.
